In‌ ‌regards‌ ‌to‌ ‌housing‌ ‌the‌ ‌two‌ ‌Teaching‌ ‌Artists,‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌your‌ ‌responsibility,‌ ‌as‌ ‌per‌ ‌your‌ ‌contract,‌‌ 
to‌ ‌provide‌ ‌private‌ ‌(one‌ ‌person‌ ‌per‌ ‌room),‌ ‌clean,‌ ‌comfortable‌ ‌and‌ ‌safe‌ ‌accommodations‌ ‌for‌‌ 
the‌ ‌team.‌ ‌Housing‌ ‌shall‌ ‌be‌ ‌provided‌ ‌starting‌ ‌the‌ ‌Sunday‌ ‌before‌ ‌the‌ ‌residency‌ ‌duties‌ ‌begin‌‌ 
through‌ ‌the‌ ‌Saturday‌ ‌night‌ ‌after‌ ‌the‌ ‌residency‌ ‌unless‌ ‌otherwise‌ ‌negotiated.‌ ‌Providing‌ ‌meals‌‌ 
is‌ ‌optional‌ ‌and‌ ‌will‌ ‌need‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌coordinated‌ ‌ahead‌ ‌of‌ ‌time‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌Teaching‌ ‌Artists.‌ ‌

Obtaining‌ ‌complimentary‌ ‌rooms‌ ‌for‌ ‌the‌ ‌two‌ ‌Teaching‌ ‌Artists‌ ‌is‌ ‌often‌ ‌a‌ ‌possibility‌ ‌if‌ ‌you‌ ‌ask‌‌ 
a‌ ‌local‌ ‌motel‌ ‌or‌ ‌hotel‌ ‌well‌ ‌in‌ ‌advance.‌ ‌The‌ ‌team‌ ‌must‌ ‌be‌ ‌housed‌ ‌in‌ ‌unoccupied‌‌ 
accommodations.‌ ‌This‌ ‌can‌ ‌include‌ ‌hotel/motel‌ ‌rooms,‌ ‌bed‌ ‌and‌ ‌breakfasts,‌ ‌local‌ ‌hunting‌‌ 
lodges,‌ ‌AirBNB’s,‌ ‌Vrbo’s,‌ ‌or‌ ‌other‌ ‌similar‌ ‌accommodations.‌ ‌Each‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌two‌ ‌Teaching‌ ‌Artists‌‌ 
must‌ ‌still‌ ‌have‌ ‌their‌ ‌own‌ ‌private‌ ‌rooms,‌ ‌but‌ ‌they‌ ‌can‌ ‌be‌ ‌hosted‌ ‌within‌ ‌the‌ ‌same‌ ‌suite,‌ ‌or‌ ‌unit‌‌ 
depending‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌accommodations‌ ‌available‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌area.‌ ‌

● Dakota‌ ‌Players‌ ‌requires‌ ‌that‌ ‌each‌ ‌Teaching‌ ‌Artist‌ ‌have‌ ‌his/her‌ ‌own‌ ‌clean‌ ‌and‌‌ 
private‌ ‌bedroom‌ ‌complete‌ ‌with‌ ‌bedding.‌ ‌If‌ ‌your‌ ‌accomodations‌ ‌do‌ ‌not‌ ‌allow‌ ‌for‌‌ 
this,‌ ‌please‌ ‌notify‌ ‌the‌ ‌sponsoring‌ ‌organization’s‌ ‌contact‌ ‌person‌ ‌so‌ ‌that‌ ‌other‌‌ 
arrangements‌ ‌can‌ ‌be‌ ‌made.‌ ‌(In‌ ‌the‌ ‌event‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌team‌ ‌is‌ ‌married,‌ ‌you‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌‌
